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Discussion on the Analysis and Utilization of the Results of College Students' Evaluation of
Teaching

[Abstract] Student evaluation of teaching is an important link in the teaching quality monitoring system in
colleges and universities. Doing a good job of student evaluation of teaching is of great significance to guarantee
and improve the quality of teaching. Students are the main participants in teaching. They have a deeper
understanding of whether the teaching goals are achieved , whether the teacher—student relationship is good,and
the description of the teaching environment is more realistic. Colleges and universities can carry out teaching
supervision work in a targeted manner through the results of student evaluation of teaching, so as to improve the
overall teaching quality. Taking a university in nanjing as an example, this article analyzes the situation of
students' evaluation of teaching in the past three years, and discusses the use and improvement measures of the
results of students' evaluation of teaching.
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
