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[Abstract] With the continuous innovation of the national education work and the continuous deepening of
the new curriculum reform, for the Chinese discipline in higher vocational colleges, it is also necessary to
strengthen the reform and pay attention to the cultivation of students' core literacy. Considering that the
Chinese is a subject with the unity of humanity and instrumentality, it is necessary for teachers to mainly
cultivate students' humanistic quality in the process of teaching, give full play to the value and role of the
Chinese, and cultivate students' literary thoughts and feelings. In the process of teaching, teachers also need to
scientifically analyze the essence and connotation of humanistic quality, and the problems existing in the process
of teaching. They should make full use of the excellent literary works, traditional culture, advanced ideas and
other knowledge points in the Chinese teaching materials, inspire students, cultivate students' minds, and
improve their comprehensive quality and ability through specific teaching methods. In this regard, this article
mainly discusses the research on cultivating students' humanistic literacy in vocational Chinese teaching,
specifically elaborates on the significance of humanistic literacy cultivation, explores and analyzes the problems
existing in vocational Chinese teaching, and proposes specific strategies for cultivating humanistic literacy.
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
