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Evaluation of the Integration Effect of EOB Concept and Accounting Course
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Abstract: This study aims to evaluate the effect of integrating the EOB (End of Business) concept into
accounting courses. Firstly, the origin, development, and application background of the EOB concept
are introduced, and the importance and significance of integrating it into accounting courses are
expounded. Then, the current situation, existing problems, and challenges of accounting courses are
analyzed, and the practical approach and cases of integrating the EOB concept into accounting courses
are described in detail. Through the construction of a scientific evaluation index system, a combination
of quantitative and qualitative evaluation methods is adopted to conduct a comprehensive and in—depth
analysis of the integration effect. The research results show that the integration of the EOB concept and
accounting courses has significantly improved the teaching effect and received positive feedback from
students and teachers. Finally, based on the evaluation results, targeted discussions and suggestions are put
forward, which provide a useful reference for further reform of accounting courses. At the same time, the
future development direction and research focus of the integration of EOB concept and accounting
courses are also prospected.
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
