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Exploration on the Effective Application of Textbook lllustrations in High School English

Abstract: The Generai Senior High Schooi English Curriculum Standaras (2017 edition) adds the skill of

‘viewing’ to the language skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing for the first time. The
content of ‘viewing’ is a non—continuous text, and illustrations are an important part of it.
