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Abstract: Currently, higher education urgently needs to improve its teaching methods to adapt to the
development trends of the knowledge economy. This study proposes the application of the BOPPPS
teaching model, which is designed based on the concept of Outcome—Based Education (OBE), in
Internet Economics courses to foster students' practical abilities and spirit of innovation. The results show
that the students' skills in hands—on operations and case analysis have significantly improved, and their
understanding of the core concepts and theories of Internet Economics has deepened, the advantages of
the BOPPPS teaching model in Internet Economics education are clarified. In addition, revealed areas
that require improvement in practice, such as more creative and interactive design in the participation
segment. The study provides strong evidence and concrete methodological guidance for the
improvement of Internet Economics and similar courses in colleges and universities, offering insights into
the innovation of higher education teaching theory and practical application.
