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Design Strategies for High School English Homework in Thematic Contexts
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Abstract: Homework is an extension of classroom teaching and a very important part of it. It can not
only help students consolidate the knowledge they have learned in a timely manner, identify their
weaknesses in learning and make timely improvements, but also assist them in applying the knowledge
learned in class to practical problems, enhancing their autonomous learning ability, critical thinking
ability, problem—solving ability and innovation ability, and ultimately improving their subject core
competencies and comprehensive abilities.

Therefore, this
article aims to explore the design of high school English homework in thematic contexts, analyze the
principles and strategies of homework design, in order to improve the current problems in high school
English homework design, effectively enhance the quality of homework, and thereby cultivate students'
core competencies and comprehensive abilities in the English subject.
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
