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On the Image Characteristics of Heroines in Tang Legends from the Perspective of Hongfu
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Abstract: Tang chuanqi (legendary tales of the Tang Dynasty) is an important component of ancient
Chinese literature and also a key carrier for the appearance of heroine characters on the literary stage. As a
typical figure from The Story of Qiu Ran Ke (included in Extensive Records of the Taiping Era),
Hongfu N i embodies the unique charm of heroines in Tang chuangi. Although Hongfu N1 differs
from other heroines in Tang chuangi in terms of external behaviors, the core of her image construction is
consistent: by endowing fragile women with a strong inner personality, the unique appeal of heroines is
highlighted through the technique of contrast. Focusing on the image of Hongfu N i1 in The Story of
Qiu Ran Ke and drawing on previous scholars' macro interpretations of chivalrous figures, this paper
attempts to explore the common image characteristics of heroines in Tang chuangi.
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
