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Abstract: This study, through on—site visits to Haining shadow puppet troupes, inheritors' studios and
intangible cultural heritage protection institutions, combined with in—depth interviews, questionnaire
surveys and data analysis, systematically sorted out their predicaments and proposed targeted paths such as
integrating high and new technologies, incorporating modern aesthetics and creating characteristic
intangible cultural heritage ips. The research aims to help Haining shadow puppetry break through the
generational barriers, achieve a transition from "living preservation" to "vigorous blooming", promote
the re—development of the local economy and culture, and also provide references for the upgrading of
similar intangible cultural heritages and local cultural industries.
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
