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Abstract: During the Qianlong period of the Qing Dynasty, the Gurkha invasion of XiZang triggered
two large—scale military expeditions, which became a major event in the border governance in the late
Qing Dynasty. The poems related to Emperor Qianlong's pacification of the Gurkha War are numerous,
chronological and structural, and have important political declaration and cultural construction value,
which are important documents for the study of XiZang policy, war discourse, imperial power
expression and poetic and political relations in the Qing Dynasty. This paper systematically studies the
content and characteristics of the poems preserved in the imperial plains, including the section "Shenwei
Boundary, Ploughing the Court and Sweeping the Caves, and Revealing the Mighty of the Qing Army's
Decisive Victory", focusing on the documentary function of the war and the narrative strategy of the
plateau war, the section "Raising the Martial Mountains, Engraved the Golden Stone, and Engraved the
Aspirations of the Unification of the Imperial Territory" analyzes the symbolization of the frontier space
and the image of the multi—ethnic military elite, and the section "Tiange Refers to the Distant Points,

Wandering the Wilderness and Eternal Tranquility, Showing the Qing Court's Policy of Governing

Tibet and Peace" discusses the rhetoric of the poems and the cultural construction of XiZang.
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
